Children’s Programs 

River Kids: The Vision of River Kids is for 
kids to have a safe place where they know 
God’s love, learn what it means to be like 
Jesus and experience the power of the Holy 
Spirit in their lives. 

Leaders: All teachers in our children’s 
programs are members of the River Church 
and have completed criminal record checks.

Little Dippers (infant to school age): No 
designated teachers.  This is a parent 
participation area where parents are 
responsible for their children.  This area is a 
carpeted location just inside the first hallway 
across from the gym.  We have toys, books, 
etc. and a speaker for adults to hear the 
service.  Because of noise, we ask that there 
be no running in the hallway during the service; 
it makes it difficult for those near the back to 
hear. 

River Kids (kindergarten to Gr.6): We are 
looking for more teachers available even once 
a month. Curriculum and training provided. 
Right now, the kids will be dismissed from the 
service the 4th Sunday of the month for their 
own program (teacher-Claudia Weiland). One 
other Sunday a month will be a kid friendly 
service geared for all ages. The remaining 2 
Sundays kids will stay in the service.
